ACEC Board Chair Charlie Gozdziewski added, “Congress should seize this opportunity and pass an
infrastructure-focused recovery bill that not only jump-starts job creation but prepares America to lead in a
post-pandemic economy.”

The House and Senate already have the building blocks in place to create an infrastructure-based recovery
agenda. Both Chambers are moving their respective water and surface infrastructure reauthorization bills at
the Committee level. What is needed now is leadership from Speaker Pelosi, Leader McConnell and President
Trump to fast-track these bills into a package that can serve as the foundation for the next recovery bill.

America’s engineering industry plays a central role in designing the built environment. Throughout the coming
weeks, ACEC member firm leaders will be reaching out to their elected officials and congressional leaders
through virtual meetings, social media, phone calls and e-mails to urge support for an infrastructure-based
recovery agenda.
